Born near Swansea in 1923 he remained throughsuiféiia proud Welshman
although he only lived in the Principality for lebsn a third

of his life. He was educated privately in South ¥gahnd Colston Collegiate before
entering Swansea University to read sciences.

This was in 1940 and from forming the University Siquadron joined the RAF
where he trained and qualified as a pilot. He semeé\orth East Africa and was a
pilot instructor in South Africa where he served I8 months. He flew mainly single
engine aircraft, which included Spitfires and Kitgwks. After the war he joined the
RAF and flew Meteors and Vampires.

After his return to this country and demobilisatibe returned to University and in
1949 entered the Steel Industry as a managemendrdt was during this time
when passing through Birmingham he was introduoeRita whom he pursued to
marriage in 1949. This was a very happy and sutidassion, with Stephanie and
Michael the centre of their attention, and whicétéal for 53 years until Rita’s
untimely death in 2003.

Throughout his life David had been a keen rugbyeri@and supporter having played
for the Welsh Universities, RAF Middle East and t&asfsica but after marriage he
transferred his affection to golf, which he playeith reasonable consistence
attaining a handicap in single figures for manyrgel was with considerable regret
that he had to cease playing in the late 70’s dumestphysical limitations.
